ADULT CLASSES 

JUNIOR CLASS INFORMATION 

Level .5 (L.5) Squirts: 3-4 year old's who are just getting started. 

Level 1 (L-1) Quick starters: For players who are just starting to play tennis.          

Ages 5-7, Ages 8-12 and Ages 13+ 

Level 2 (L-2) Hot Shots: Players who have a little experience playing tennis, who 

needs further stroke development and are still working on getting the ball into play 

consistently.  Will also learn game scoring and rules. Ages 6-9, Ages 10-12 and     

Ages 13+. 

Level 3 (L-3) Future Stars: Player can sustain a short rally at a slow  pace with other 

players of similar ability.  Strokes are still  developing and is knowledgeable about 

the rules. 

Level 3.5 (L-3.5) Future Stars: This is a one and half hour class where the pace of 

rallying is slightly elevated.  Has minimal tournament experiences or moved by 

coach to this class. 

Level 4 (l-4) Future Stars Plus:  Approval by Tennis Pro is required. 

Level 4.5 (L-4.5) Challengers: Player has improved consistently with medium pace 

rallying and is developing the ability to control directions of the ball.  Possibly junior 

varsity level player or player with extensive tournament play. 

Level 5 (L-5) Champions:  This level player is required to possess consistent ground 

strokes with depth and directional control.  Has control of serves, use of lobs, and 

volleys.  Individual can compete at the high school varsity level. 

Level 6 (L-6) Elite:   Players need to be USTA ranked and or UTR score.                     

Player actively competes in tournaments and also has the potential to play college 

tennis.  Approval by Tennis Pro is required. 

Prices will vary based on  member, resident, nonresident, and 
amount of weeks offered for each session.
